365. D. Show properly completed Form 

TX-1845A on each member submitted 

for suspension. E. Show the Form TX-

1845A is signed off by the Financial 

Secretary, Council Retention 

Chairman, Grand Knight and 

District Deputy. F. Show that the 

council‟s last two consecutive audit 

reports are on file with the Supreme 

Council. G. Show on the audit reports 

that there were members of the council 

who had not paid their dues. 

   Part II: A. The eligible council then 

must follow the “Texas Proper Billing 

Procedure” listed on page 31 of the 

Star Guide.  B. Form 1845 must be 

challenged and will be returned to the 

Financial Secretary for any or all 

members who were submitted for 

suspension in non-compliance with the 

billing procedures.
